Paramedic Scholarship
Scope

The Cosumnes Firefighters Foundation values and encourages advanced education. Beginning in 2018, the Cosumnes Firefighters Community Support Foundation will award at least one scholarship annually to graduated or current students of the CRC fire intern program. This scholarship will cover school fees and costs for the American River College Paramedic Training Program. 

Eligibility 

Applicants must:

· Be legal residents of the United States and residents of California

· Be a graduate or current student of the CRC fire intern program.
· Meet the minimum admission criteria for the American River College Paramedic Program
· Enrollment Eligibility To be eligible for enrollment in the program, the student must meet the following criteria: 

·  Graduation from an accredited high school in the United States, or successful completion of General Education Development (GED) or the California High School Proficiency Exam (CHSPE).

·  Students with a high school diploma from a school outside the United States must have transcripts evaluated by an approved independent agency. Such cases will be evaluated on an individual basis. 

·  A cumulative college GPA of 2.0 and a grade of “C” or better in BIOL 102, or BIOL 430 and BIOL 431, or other college human anatomy and physiology course with a lab which includes all human systems; a grade of “C” or better in NURSE 320 or PMED 105 or equivalent course covering basic pharmacology and drug calculations.

· Apply for all available financial aid grants and non-repayable awards recommended by the ARC financial aid center.

· Current certification as an Emergency Medical Technician Basic.

Application Requirements

To be considered for the scholarship, applicants must submit the following:

· A completed application

· A minimum 1000 word essay stating your personal experiences with the topics of overcoming challenges and your experience with community service.
· Two letters of recommendation from Cosumnes Fire Captains.

· GPA verified by college transcripts.
· Copy of EMT Certification Card

Deadline

September 13, 2018 by 1700 delivered to station 73
Selection Process

A Selection Committee will evaluate and rank applicants on the following criteria:

· The effectiveness of the presentation you make in the essay (20%)

· Results of an oral interview panel (80%)
These recommendations will be forwarded to the Cosumnes Firefighters Association. Three members of the Cosumnes Firefighters Association will review the ranking and make the final award. 

Scholarship Disbursement

· The foundation will pay all expenses for books, tuition, lab fees, uniforms and required supplies after the student has applied for all available financial aid through the ARC student assistance center. These applications for financial aid will exclude any student loans or Veterans benefits.
· The Foundation President will work with the recipient on reimbursement to the student for costs as well as direct payment to the school.

· The recipient will be guaranteed placement in the following years ARC paramedic class and will be placed for their paramedic field internship with a Cosumnes Fire Department Ambulance.
