Steve Horning Memorial Scholarship Fund
Scope

The Cosumnes Firefighters Foundation values and encourages advanced education. Beginning in 2016, the Cosumnes Firefighters Foundation may award up to one $1000.00 scholarship annually to High School students entering an accredited junior college or university. These funds may be used for tuition fees and/or educational material costs. The scholarship fund winner will be announced by June 1. 

Eligibility 

Applicants must:

· Be citizens of the United States and residents of California

· Be seniors at a High School within the service boundaries of the Cosumnes Fire Department
· Be graduating at the end of the semester the award is announced

· Have graduated with a minimum overall high school GPA of 2.7 

· Be accepted into an accredited two- or four-year program of study at an accredited college or university 

· Use all funds for educational purposes ONLY

Application Requirements

To be considered for the scholarship, applicants must submit the following:

· A completed application

· A minimum 500 word essay stating your activities in environmental protection, preservation or rehabilitation. 

· Two letters of recommendation from a non-relative adult who supervised your environmental activism, teachers or counselors only. These letters should validate your activities in environmental protection, preservation or rehabilitation.
· GPA verified by High School staff via sealed transcript
· Head and shoulders photo of the candidate 3x5 size or similar.

· Two separate photographs of the applicant taken while in an outdoor activity. Examples could be hunting, fishing, hiking, camping, nature watching etc. Activities not listed above will be considered, determining factor will be an activity that puts the applicant in a natural/wilderness environment. These photos shall be taken in the last two years. Photos can be date stamped electronically or verified through photo similarity to a recent photo.

· Copy of Birth Certificate, Resident Visa or US Naturalization Papers.

Deadline

April 5, 2019 1600 hours
Selection Process

A Selection Committee will evaluate and rank applicants on the following criteria:

· The effectiveness of the presentation you make in the essay (50%)

· Degree of volunteer participation in school/community activities (20%)

· Financial need (20%)

· Grade point average (10%)

These recommendations will be forwarded to the Cosumnes Firefighters Foundation. Three members of the Cosumnes Firefighters Foundation will review the ranking and make the final award. 

Scholarship Disbursement

The funds will be reimbursed to the student only after submission of the following:

· Documentation showing that the eligible withdrawal period has ended

· Proof of enrollment demonstrating classes In Progress
· Submission of college/university receipts with an itemized list of expenses

· If all funds are not utilized during the first semester, the funds will be made available to the student each semester until the entire amount is used

The Cosumnes Firefighter’s Foundation is personally interested to know how your school year progressed, and also makes reasonable efforts to monitor the appropriate use of the funds granted. After completion of each semester that this scholarship fund is used, the student must submit a letter to the Cosumnes Firefighter’s Foundation explaining:

· Events of your previous semester and the progress towards meeting your overall goals

· A copy of any transcripts received to date, demonstrating a GPA of at least 2.7
Drop off

Applications shall be in a sealed envelope with “Attention Cosumnes Firefighters Association” and “Scholarship Application”. Applications received after the deadline shall not be considered.
